Admission Requirements
1.  �An Ontario Secondary School Diploma or equivalent (usually graduation from secondary 

school in most countries)

2.  �Grade 12 mathematics or equivalent (usually mathematics at the senior level in 
secondary school)

3.  �Grade 12 English or equivalent (usually English at the senior level in secondary school or a 
TOEFL score was 550 (IBT 79) with a TWE of 4.5 or an IELTS overall band of 6.0 with no 
bands less than 5.5 for Diploma programs and an overall band of 6.5 with no bands less 
than 6.0 for Post Graduate/Degree programs

Students who do not have the required English language skills will find the ESL/English 
Language Studies Program offered through the Conestoga Language Institute, the best way of 
obtaining these skills.
