COSHH ASSESSMENT
Documented information must be produced for all chemicals to ensure compliance with COSHH and ensure all staff are working to the same standards.

What is required;

a)
Dispose of all unidentifiable unmarked substances following the correct waste disposal legislation

b)
List all substances by their chemical name

c)
Request suppliers to provide data sheets for all hazardous substances, specifically anything with a hazard label on the container.

d)
After looking at data sheet and considering use and quantity of produce used, mark the list appropriately, ie if no risk put "no assessment required" next to substance.

e)
Decide on the risks presented by the substance to children and staff and provide a clear method statement for staff and children covering:


Particular health risk of each substance, ie corrosive, irritant, harmful by inhalation, etc


Protective clothing that must be worn


How chemicals are used and who can use them


Where they should be stored


How they should be handled


Supervision required, if any


Basic first aid for each substance and what to do with accidental spillage


