GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
1. In the event that the performance of this contract shall be prevented by an act of God, physical disability, act or regulations of public authorities or labor unions, labor difficulties, strike, civil tumult, war, epidemic or pandemic, interruption of transportation, or any other cause beyond their control, the Performer and College shall respectively be relieved of their obligations stated in this contract. Performer shall notify College immediately of any reason for non-performance. 
2. All exhibits referenced in this Contract must be attached and initialed by the signatories. All such exhibits are hereby incorporated as if fully set forth herein.
3. This Contract is not effective and binding on the College until approved, in writing, by the Associate Dean for Student Engagement.
4. The parties agree that: 
a.  The Performer is not subject to College’s control  as to the means and methods of accomplishing the work to be performed hereunder, and is an independent contractor in the performance of this contract. 
b.  Performer is responsible for the payment of all taxes on amounts received as compensation under this agreement; 
c.  Performer is responsible for all loss or damage caused by the negligence or intentional misconduct of performer or its crew and agrees to indemnify the college for all such loss;
d.  The parties signing this agreement have read and understood this Contract, in its entirety, and the persons signing on behalf of the party have the legal authority to bind their respective party to this Contract.
5. Insurance.  The Performer shall obtain, and shall maintain at all times during the term of this Contract, insurance in the following kinds and amounts:  
a.  Worker's Compensation and Employer Liability insurance as required by State statute; 
b. Commercial General Liability (CGL) insurance, written on an occurrence basis, with a minimum policy limit of $1,000,000 limit per occurrence, $2,000,000 aggregate, and including coverage for contractual liability, products and completed operations, personal injury, bodily injury and broad form property damage liabilities occurring in the course of or as a result of the performance of work under this contract. 
c. Automobile Liability insurance with a combined single limit of liability for bodily injury and property damage of not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence. 
The Performer shall furnish certificates showing adequate insurance coverage to College at the time of execution of this Contract. Goucher College, its trustees, officers, agents, employees and volunteers, shall be named as additional insureds as their interests may appear on the CGL and auto policies. 
6. Non-Assignment.  Performer shall not assign or subcontract any of its obligations under this Contract without the advance written consent of College.  Any unauthorized assignment shall be void. College shall have the right, but not the obligation to terminate this contract, without waiver of any other right or remedy, upon notice of Performer’s assignment in violation of this section.
7. Entire Agreement.  This Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties, and supersedes any previous contracts, understandings, or agreements of the parties, whether verbal or written, concerning the subject matter of this Contract.
7. Amendment.  No amendment to this Contract shall be valid unless it is made in a writing signed by the authorized representatives of the parties.
8. Governing Law, Jurisdiction and Venue.  This contract shall be interpreted and enforced under the laws of the state of Maryland, without regard to its choice of law rules. Any action arising under this contract shall be filed and tried, if at all, exclusively in the courts of Maryland.
9. Additional Provisions. Any additional provisions to this Contract are set forth in Attachment A, which if attached and initialed by the parties, is hereby incorporated by reference.
