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SMALL ESTATE AFFIDAVITS
Section 137 of the Texas Probate Code allows the heirs at law (distributees) of someone who died (decedent) without a will (intestate) to file a Small Estate Affidavit with the Court as an alternative to going through the probate process.  In order for the distributees to file the Small Estate Affidavit the following must be true about the Estate:
1) No petition for the appointment of a personal representative is pending (filed) or has been granted,
2) 30 days have passed since the decedent has died, and
3) The value of the assets of the decedent’s Estate, excluding the value of the Decedent’s homestead and exempt property, is less than or equal to $50,000.00.
The Small Estate Affidavit must be signed in front of a notary by all distributees. If the distributee is a minor, then the Small Estate Affidavit must be signed by the minor’s next of kin.  If the distributee is a ward under a guardianship, then the ward’s guardian must sign the Small Estate Affidavit.  The attached template provides spaces and information for only two distributes; however, you must include anyone who inherits for the decedent as a distributee.  Therefore, you may have to expand the form to include all the necessary names.  
The Small Estate Affidavit must also be signed by 2 disinterested witnesses.  A disinterested witness is a witness who will not benefit from the decedent’s estate.  These witnesses must also be aware of the decedent’s family history.  Friends of the decedent, friends of the family, or friends of the distributees that are over 18 may serve as a disinterested witness.  
REAL PROPERTY AND THE SMALL ESTATE AFFIDAVIT
The Small Estate Affidavit will only transfer title of the decedent’s homestead.  Any other real property owned by the decedent cannot be transferred by using or filing a Small Estate Affidavit.  In order to transfer the decedent’s homestead to the distributees, the real property with a legal description of the real property must be included as one of the decedent’s assets.  Once the Small Estate Affidavit is approved by the Judge, a certified copy of the Affidavit and the Order must be filed (recorded) with the real property records of the county where the real property is located.
You will need to call the County Clerk and ask for the price of their filing fees.  The filing fees vary from county to county.  The first page is usually more than the other pages.  A fee of $15.00 for the first page and $4.00 for each additional page is not uncommon.
HOW TO USE THE SAMPLE
This sample is not provided for you to insert the information on to the form.  It is provided to guide you in drafting your own Small Estate Affidavit.  
< > tells you the type of information needs to be filled.
Paragraphs that have the same number should be deleted except for the one that applies the best.  For example, in the template there are 2 paragraphs with the number 4.  One of those paragraphs should be deleted leaving only the one that applies to the decedent.
Please remember that this form is a template and is not to be filed with the Court or real property records in its current form.
