Certificates of Participation

Fieldwork Supervisors who supervise University of Florida students are eligible for tuition waivers at any university in the state of Florida.  For every 300 hours of supervision you can receive one certificate of participation.  Each certificate is good for six credit hours.  University of Florida employees are not eligible for the certificates of participation.
These certificates are good for only three years after the student has completed the internship.  For example:  Jane Doe, OTR/L supervised John Smith, OTS from January 1, 2014, through April 1, 2014.  Jane files for a Certificate of Participation.  When she receives her certificate, it is officially dated “good through April 1, 2017.”
To apply for a certificate the supervisor must complete 300 hours of supervision and then mail in the form below.  If the supervisor has completed more than 300 hours of supervision for one student an additional form should be submitted.
