Joe presents on the autism spectrum.  He can make the decision not to participate in activities.  He can become very agitated, run around in circles unable to talk, fall to the ground and hit himself.  He has climbed on windowsills, tables, and other furniture and has started to run out of school.  He can react inappropriately towards staff and other pupils (e.g. pushing, kicking, hitting and biting).  These incidents can occur at any time however they mainly occur when Joe is stressed out.

Immediate withdrawal from danger areas i.e. metal/woodwork room, science labs, classrooms where teacher is isolated.  Staff are appropriately trained in de-escalation procedures

If aggressive behaviour continues look at possible fixed term removal of pupil from lessons in which the offensive behaviour is most evident, during which time he will receive appropriate support

	If Joe’s behaviour escalates he will be asked to go to the ‘Nurse’s Office’ to calm down.  

Staff will use non-confrontational strategies.  They will not use CALM holds due to him kicking out and previous injuries resulting to staff.

Teacher assistant will ensure that she is out of ‘Joe’s’ reach to ensure her own safety

Pupils to understand autism spectrum disorders by reading an age-appropriate book on the topic.  Pupils to recognise Joe’s warning behaviour and stay out of reach Pupils to refrain from taunting Joe
	On return if his behaviour does not change pupils will be removed to another area within the school for their safety

Pupil and parents are made aware that if further incidents of aggressive behaviour to staff and children will result in Police being contacted

Seek funding for an increase in employment of classroom assistant/behaviour mentor support.  Involvement of Local Authority behaviour support specialists.
