If you cannot 

come up with an answer, it is NOT community service!  Examples of Community Service:  practicing with the band to 

perform at a charity or benefit to raise money or awareness about an issue (i.e. HIV, Domestic Violence, etc.), tutoring 

elementary students, singing or doing crafts/games with residents at nursing homes, cleaning up, answering phones, 

stocking shelves at food pantries, shelters, hospitals, etc.
