Appendix 1 - Assessment Guide
A. Assessment of the Project Report
The project will be examined by the Supervisor(s) and Examiner. The two assessors will evaluate the project independently.
Each assessor will assign a mark for the report. The assessor should highlight any particular strengths and weaknesses of the student’s work.
B. Assessment of the Oral Presentation
The oral presentation will be assessed independently by the Supervisor(s) and Examiner. Each of the assessors will assign a mark for the oral presentation immediately after the talk. The talk will be chaired by the Examiner and should last between 30-45 minutes. 
C. Assessment of the Interview
The interview will be conducted by the Supervisor(s) and Examiner. The assessors will jointly finalise a list of questions to be asked in the interview before the commencement of the interview. They should also agree on the weightage to be given to each of the questions. Questions not in the list are allowed during the interview. Should such questions be added, the predetermined weightage should be adjusted after the interview.
Each answer in the interview will be assigned a mark independently by each assessor. Each assessor will then award a final mark for the interview which will be a weighted average of the marks for the questions. The interview should last between 30-45 minutes.
D. Percentage Contributions of the Project, Oral Presentation and Interview
The mark for each part of the assessment will be the average of the marks awarded by the assessors. The weightage for each part of the assessment will be as follows:
