Was the pace of the presentation appropriate (not too quick or too slow)? 
Did the speaker handle questions with confidence and courtesy? 
 

Physical Appearance, Voice and Manner 
Was there evident enthusiasm shown for the subject matter? 
Were appropriate hand and facial expressions used (no distracting habits)? 
Could the speaker’s voice be clearly heard?  Did the pitch and pace change? 
Were sentence structure, word usage and vocabulary accurate? 
Were dress, grooming and decorum appropriate? 
 

Visual Aids 
Was the information on the visual aids easily read (size, contrast)?
