	Eligibility
	Men’s Elite – open to all participants of oriental decent, must be at least 18 years old.

Men’s Recreational – open to all participants of direct Chinese decent, must be at least 25% Chinese (at least one grandparent must be 100% Chinese). 
Men’s Friendship – open to all participants of direct Chinese decent, must be at least 25% Chinese (at least one grandparent must be 100% Chinese).
Youth 18 & Under – open to participants of direct Chinese decent, must be at least 25% Chinese; must not have attained the age of 19 before tournament time.


	
	* At the tournament, all participants must present some type of photo identification (passport, birth certificate, etc) that proves their age or nationality. If a protest is lodged, the burden of proof is on the player to demonstrate his eligibility to the satisfaction of the tournament committee. Be sure to bring legible copies or originals of parents/grandparents documentation as verification. Use of ineligible players will result in forfeit of any games played and possible team disqualification from the tournament.

RULES AND REGULATIONS: 
1. Each team will be guaranteed a minimum of three (3) games throughout the tournament. Upon completion of preliminary round robin play, teams will advance to playoffs based on their record/seeding.  
2. During round-robin play, all games will consist of two (2) 18 minute halves. The first half is running time. The last two (2) minute of the second half is stop time. The clock stop on all made baskets in the last one minute. The clock stops on all timeouts. In the playoffs, all games will consist of two (2) 20 minute halves. Halftime for all games is (2) minute. 
3. Each Overtime will consist of a two (2) minute period with stop time for the last minute. 

4. Each team has three (3) time-outs per game. These do not carry over into overtime.  In each overtime period, each team receives one (1) additional time-out. 

5. One and one bonus free throws will be awarded on the seventh (7) team foul, and double bonus free throws will be awarded on and after the tenth (10) team foul. 

6. Each team must have minimum of five (5) players at the game time to begin the game.  If a team fails to do so, the game is defaulted. Teams are required to be present ½ hour prior at their designated court, as game times are only approximate. 
7. Each player is allowed five (5) personal fouls and on the fifth (5th) foul, that player will be disqualified. After fouling out, a player may not re-enter the game. A team may continue to play with less than five players; however, once a team has three players or less, the game will end and the team will forfeit regardless of the score of the game.  

8. Flagrant fouls will be penalized with free throws and/or ejection from the tournament. Fighting is strictly forbidden and player and/or teams may be disqualified from the tournament. 

9. 2 technical fouls in one game shall result in automatic ejection. 

10. Players may only participate on one team and only in one division.  Any player caught playing on another team within the same tournament will result in the disqualification of such player and each team that he or she played with during the tournament.  
11. All players on the same team are required to wear the same colored uniforms with distinct numbers designated on the front or back. Failure to do so will result in technical fouls for each player without the proper color and/or number.  

12. Players may not wear jewelry, casts, or protruding braces. Violation of this rule is a technical foul.   

13. In order to qualify for participation in the playoffs, a player must play in a minimum of two (2) round-robin (preliminary) games.
14. Teams are required to work/scorekeep their assigned games during preliminary play and during the playoffs. Failure to do so shall result in forfeit of the team’s next game, disqualification from the tournament.  
15. The CCYAA Overseas Chinese Basketball Tournament will follow the standard high school rules on referees with modification due to time constrain.
16. Any players involved in any unsportsmanlike conduct or dispute during the tournament will be ejected from the tournament. C.C.Y.A.A. reserves the right to eject any player for improper play or manner without refund.* CCYAA has a zero tolerance policy regarding fighting and acts of violence.  
17. C.C.Y.A.A. reserves the FINAL right to make any decisions regarding the 2013 Overseas Chinese Basketball Tournament in the interest of time, sportsmanship, fairness, tournament interests, etc.  These decisions are final.
