1. I freely and voluntarily assume the risks and hazards inherent in the nature of the program or activity including, but not limited to:
· Mode of travel – I know that there are risks inherent in air and road travel (inclusive of weather conditions and traffic) and acknowledge that neither the school, the Board nor the Foundation can eliminate all of these risks.
· Weather conditions – I know that weather conditions, particularly in mountainous areas, can be variable and unpredictable and that extreme heat or cold, blizzards, ice, rain and high winds can cause dangerous weather conditions.
· Animals and Wildlife – I know that the camp facilities are located outside of city boundaries, and that some of the activities take place at a municipal zoo, police canine training unit, a ranch and in a national park, all of which involve animals and in the case of the national park and the camp facilities, the potential for wildlife. I understand that some animals and wildlife are inherently dangerous and that neither the school, the Board nor the Foundation can eliminate all risks.
· Hiking/walking terrain – I know that some activities take place out-of-doors, some on uneven terrain with rock, roots, dirt or mud.
· Lake – I know that the camp facilities border a lake and that while there are no activities that will take place on or in the lake, that neither the school, the Board nor the Foundation is responsible for eliminating the proximity of the lake to the camp facilities and its inherent dangers.
· Mechanical Transport and Amusement Park Rides.  I know that a gondola and amusement park rides are mechanical devices that are subject to breakdown and risk of serious personal injury. While the Foundation has arranged for activities with reputable service providers, I know that neither the school, the Board nor the Foundation can eliminate all of these risks.
· Physical stress – I know that some activities (including some at elevations in excess of 4,500 feet above sea level) will involve physical exertion. I acknowledge that neither the school, the Board nor the Foundation is responsible for eliminating these risks and that my child is in sufficient physical condition to participate in physical activity of a moderate to high nature.
2. I understand and acknowledge that my child, as a participant, may suffer personal and potentially serious injury due to an unforeseeable or fortuitous event.
3. My child has been informed that he/she is to abide by the rules and regulations including directions and instructions from the Foundation (and its third party service providers) and from the school’s administrators, instructors and supervisors as imposed on students while participating in the program or activities.  This shall include his/her participation in all of the introductory sessions and meet all prerequisites prior to his/her participation in the program or activity, if any.
4. In the event that my child fails to abide by the rules and regulations imposed on the student while participating in the program or activities, disciplinary action may either require that he/she not participate in the program or activity, or that I will be contacted to have him/her sent home.
