        (Put any trade names, fictional company names, or subsidiaries)
Residing or having a principal place of business at : _                                                                                                          _hereby constitutes and
Appoints Mittelstaedt, Galaviz, & Mylin, Inc., its duly appointed officers, employees, and/or specifically authorized agents, to act for and on its behalf as a true and lawful agent and attorney of the grantor named above for and in the name, place and stead of said grantor, from this date, in the United States (the “territory”) and in all Customs Districts, either in writing, electronically, or by other authorized means, to:
Make, endorse, sign, declare, or swear to any customs entry, withdrawal, declaration, certificate, bill of lading, carnet, or any other documents required by law or regulation in connection with the importation, exportation, transportation, of any merchandise in or through the customs territory, shipped or consigned by or to said grantor;

Perform any act or condition which may be required by law or regulation in connection with such merchandise deliverable to said grantor; to receive any merchandise deliverable to said grantor;
Make endorsements on bills of lading conferring authority to transfer title, make entry or collect drawback; and to make, sign, declare, or swear to any statement (including supplemental statement, schedule, supplemental schedule), any certificate (including certificate of delivery, certificate of manufacture, certificate of manufacture and delivery, abstract of manufacturing records, declaration of proprietor on drawback entry, declaration of exporter on drawback entry) or any other affidavit or document which may be required by law or regulation by law or regulation for drawback purposes, regardless of whether such bill of lading, sworn statement, schedule, certificate,  certificate abstract, declaration, or other affidavit or document is intended for filing with Customs and in any Customs district;

To sign, seal, and deliver for and as the act of said grantor any bond required by law or regulation in connection with the entry or withdrawal of imported merchandise or merchandise exported with or without benefit of drawback, or in connection with the entry, clearance, lading, unlading, or navigation of any vessel or other means of conveyance owned or operated by said grantor, and any and all bonds which may be voluntarily given and accepted under applicable laws and regulations, consignee’s and owner’s declarations provided for in section 485, Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, or affidavits or statements in connection with the entry of merchandise:

To sign and swear to any document and to perform any act that may be necessary or required by law or regulation in connection with the entering, clearing, lading, unlading, or operation of any vessel or other means of conveyance owned or operated by said grantor;

To file Importer Security Filing and to transmit any information required by Customs prior to loading cargo on a vessel;

To authorize other Customs Brokers duly licensed within the territory to act as grantor’s agent; to receive, endorse and collect checks issued for Custom duty refunds in grantor’s name drawn on the Treasurer of the United States; if the grantor is a nonresident of the United States, to accept service of process on behalf of the grantor;

And generally to transact Customs business in any district, including making, signing and filing of claims or protests under section 514 of the Tariff Act of 1930, or pursuant to other laws of the territories, in which said grantor is or may be concerned or interested and which may properly be transacted or performed by an agent and attorney;
Giving to said agent and attorney full power and authority to do anything whatever requisite and necessary to be done in the premises as fully as said grantor could do if present and acting, hereby ratifying and confirming all that the said agent and attorney shall lawfully do by virtue of these presents;

  
This power of attorney to remain full force and effect until revocation in writing is duly given to and received by grantee or until notice of revocation in writing is duly given to and received by a District Director of Customs (if the donor of this power of attorney is a partnership, the said power shall in no case have any force or effect in the United States after expiration 2 years from the dates of its execution);
Appointment as Forwarding Agent: Grantor authorizes the above Grantee to act within the territory as lawful agent and sign or endorse export documents (i.e.: commercial invoices, bill of lading, insurance certificates, drafts and any other document) necessary for the completion of an export on grantor’s behalf as may be required under law and regulation in the territory and to appoint forwarding agents on grantor’s behalf; 
Grantor authorizes the above Grantee to obtain information from any carrier information pertaining to shipments including manifest case count, estimated arrival times, freight charges, and any other information needed for Customs entry.

Grantor acknowledges receipt of Mittelstaedt, Galaviz, & Mylin, Inc.’s Terms and Conditions of Service governing all transactions between the Parties;

If the Grantor is a Limited Liability Company, the signatory certifies that he/she has full authority to execute this power on behalf of the Grantor.

If you are the importer of record, payment to the broker will not relieve you of liability for Customs charges ( duties, taxes, or other debts owed Customs) in the event charges are not paid by the broker.  Therefore, if you pay by check, Customs charges may be paid with a separate check payable to the “U.S. Customs Service” which will be delivered to Customs by the broker.
INSTRUCTIONS ON FILLING OUT THE CUSTOMS POWER OF ATTORNEY FORM

Please follow the instructions below in filling out the power of attorney

1.) In filling out the name:

a. For Corporation – Put in the legal name of a corporation as it is shown on its articles of incorporion

b. For Partnership – The full name of each of the general partners should be shown.  If there is insufficient room, the names should appear on an attachment to the Power of Attorney Form.

c. Sole Proprietorship -  The full name of the individual 

d. Limited Liability Company (LLC) – The legal name of the LLC as registered with the State

All individual names should be filled out Last Name First -  i.e.  Smith, John

DO NOT USE ABBREVIATIONS IF THEY ARE NOT PART OF THE LEGAL NAME

2.) Doing Business as a – Please put one of the following:

a. Corporation if it is a Corporation

b. Partnership if it is a Partnership

c. Sole Proprietorship if it is a Sole Proprietorship

d. Limited Liability Company if it is a Limited Liability Company

e. Individual if it is an individual

3.) Under the Laws of the State put in the State in which a corporation is incorporated in or the State in which a Limited Liability company is registered in.

4.) Operating under the name put in:

a. Doing Business as   (This goes for all fictitious trade names, whether operated under a sole proprietorship, partnership, or corporation.)

b. And division, sub-division, or wholly owned subsidiary of a corporation.

5.) Residing or having a principal place of business:  Put down the physical address of the residence or place of business.  DO NOT PUT DOWN POST OFFICE BOX OR THIRD PARTY RECEIVING ADDRESS.

6.) In Witness Whereof – Put down the full name as in Item 1

7.) Please sign, PRINT NAME LEGIBLY, put capacity as officer and date.

PLEASE NOTE THAT THE ONLY PERSON THAT CAN SIGN THE POWER OF ATTORNEY IS:

1.) For Corporation –A Corporate Executive Officer ( President, Vice President, Treasurer or Secretary)

2.) For Partnership – A General Partner

3.) For Sole Proprietorship – The owner of the Proprietorship

4.) For Individual – The actual individual

5.) For Limited Liability Company -  Officer of the Corporation

Note also that officers of divisions may not always be officers of the corporation.

Generally, Customs Power of Attorney’s do not need to be witnessed, sealed and/or certified by a notary (HRL 221001, 221480, and 712286) WITH THE EXCEPTION OF FOREIGN NON-RESIDENT (HRL 224201) In this one instance, the certification must be completed in accordance with the laws of the foreign country. 

Due to new CTPAT Regulations, we do require a second executive officer to verify the signature of the officer signing the power of attorney.   If you are a corporation in which you are the sole officer, please state that on the back.    
Due to new CTPAT we do need proof of tax I.D. numbers and Social Security Numbers.   Please provide:

1.) For Tax Payer I.D. Numbers – Any correspondence from the I.R.S. or State Tax Board with the tax payer I.D. number pre-printed on it.  This may be in the form of pre-printed forms (I.E. employee tax coupons, blank pre-printed forms, mail address labels, etc.) or any letter or correspondence stating the tax I.D. Number.

2.) For Social Security numbers – Social Security Card or any correspondence from the I.R.S. or State Tax Board with the social security number is pre-printed on (I.E. blank pre-printed forms, mail address labels, etc.) or any letter or correspondence stating the Social Security Number.
