GENERAL GUIDELINES:

A family type garden is one in which the 4-H member takes an active part in planting and maintaining vegetables or ornamentals.  An individual garden may be a portion of the family garden in which the 4-H member takes on total responsibility for its care.  Use different varieties of vegetables.  For example, in a large garden you may want to plant tomatoes, peppers, squash, corn, beets, & onions or you may use several varieties of tomatoes such as ‘Early Girl’, ‘Roma”, ‘Beefsteak’ etc. 

Ornamental beds are those which contain flowers, trees and shrubs designed in a pleasing manner.  A large bed would include at least 6 different varieties of plants such as 3 boxwood shrubs, 2 perennial wildflowers, and one hawthorn tree.  These are just examples, you plant what you want!  Gardens will be judged on neatness, free of weeds, insects, & disease, and resourceful use of space.  Registration forms are due June 14!  The 4-H agent will then be in touch to set up a time and date to come to judge your garden the week of June 21 – 25, 2004.  Happy Gardening! 
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
