The following procedures were developed to (1) ensure your member proposal is processed in a timely manner (2) to assist club officers responsible for maintaining an accurate database, and (3) to provide a positive and supportive orientation experience for new members:

1. Complete the top portion of this Membership Proposal Form and submit the form to the board President, Membership Chair, or any Board member.

2. Upon approval by the board, the name of the proposed member will be posted by email for a 10-day review by the full membership.

3. After the close of the 10-day review, if the proposed member is in good standing, the proposed member will be scheduled for an Orientation.  At the end of the Orientation the proposed member will be given the Membership Proposal Form to sign.
4. The Membership Chair will then submit the Membership Proposal Form and a Rotary Vest Order Form to the Treasurer. The Treasurer will advise the proposed member of the amount to be collected for dues and vest.
5. The Treasurer will forward the completed Membership Proposal Form to the Secretary.

6. The Secretary will give you a New Member Orientation Check List to assist you as a sponsor of the new member.
7. On the day of Induction the New Member will receive in their membership packet a Personal Information Form and a  New Member Orientation Check List.

As the Sponsor, it will be your responsibility to monitor and assist the new member in 
completion of these forms.
The  Personal Information Form is to be submitted within 7 days.

The New Member Orientation Check List is to be submitted within 90 days (3 months).
