	1. ENTIRE AGREEMENT - NO VARIATION WITHOUT PROPER APPROVAL +HEADINGS

These terms and conditions apply to and form part of each order for advertising placed with the Publisher. No person may verbally or in writing vary these terms or conditions or assign or transfer the Ad/s to a 3rd party without the approval in writing of the Managing, Sales Director or Associate Publisher of Publisher, and the order shall be construed strictly without taking into account any unauthorised variation.
