REGULATIONS FOR THE AWARD AND TENURE OF THE ABERYSTWYTH UNIVERSITY MUSIC SCHOLARSHIPS
1)
A number of Scholarships shall be offered annually to full-time students (undergraduate and postgraduate) entering Aberystwyth University.

2)
Any person who has applied for admission to Aberystwyth University, as a full-time student shall be eligible for candidature.   Holders of Scholarships are required to pursue, as full-time registered students, a scheme of study leading to a qualification of the University of Wales and must fulfil the entrance requirements of the relevant department within the University. Scholarships may be held concurrently with other university scholarships and awards.
3)
The Music Scholarships shall be awarded to players of orchestral and band instruments or singers (jointly with an instrument) on the basis of ability in musical performance, to be evaluated through auditions, and the apparent potential of the individual to enhance the musical life of Aberystwyth University.   Recommendations regarding award of the Scholarships shall be made by a panel consisting of the Director of Music (chairman), an instrumental specialist from the Music Centre's teaching team, a representative of the University Orchestral Society (currently the Philomusica of Aberystwyth), the Principal or a member of the academic staff nominated by the Principal and possibly one other individual whom the Director of Music may consider helpful to the proceedings.   The recommendation of the panel shall be conveyed to the Senate Executive Committee, which shall then confirm the allocation of the individual awards.

4)
The value of the Scholarships shall be up to £650 per annum, normally paid in two instalments early in the Michaelmas and Lent Terms.   They shall be awarded to each individual for a period of one year in the first instance and renewed on an annual basis usually for a total period of up to three years subject to the recommendation of the Director of Music.    Students whose course requires an absence from the University for a whole academic year, or who withdraw temporarily from Aberystwyth University, for one academic year or more, shall be eligible for renewal of the Scholarship upon return to full-time study on the same basis as Scholarship holders who have not been thus absent.

5)
Candidates invited to audition shall be required to perform a piece or pieces of music of their own choice, lasting not more than 15 minutes and not significantly less than 10 minutes.   Tests will be given in sight-reading.   Accompaniment will be provided.   (Candidates will be required to send piano parts in advance of the audition.)   Candidates may also be interviewed.

6)
Students holding Scholarships shall usually be required to participate regularly in two University musical activities specified by the Director of Music.   (One will usually be the Symphony Orchestra, currently the Philomusica of Aberystwyth.)   Such activities will normally require attendance at weekly rehearsals and other rehearsals and concerts associated with any group to which the Scholarship holder is attached.   It is also expected that Scholarship holders will participate in occasional ad hoc events at the request of the Director of Music.

7) Apart from the requirements of paragraph 6), Scholarship holders shall be at liberty to earn additional income by musical or other means on the same basis as other full-time students. 

8) Annual renewal of an award should be regarded as the usual practice, provided that the holder has satisfied the Director of Music with regard to fulfilment of his/her responsibilities, as defined herein, in spirit and in practice.   The University reserves the right to withhold the second instalment of an annual award, or even require repayment of the whole or part of the award for the year, in exceptional circumstances such as the holder's ceasing full-time study or failure to honour his/her responsibilities to the reasonable satisfaction of the Director of Music.

9) Applications for Scholarships must be made on an application form available from the Director of Music.   References may also be required (as specified on the application form).   Forms must be returned to the Director of Music by no later than 15 June in the proposed year of entry to the University.   Later applications may be considered only at the discretion of the Director of Music.   Not all applicants will necessarily be auditioned, the decision resting in this matter with the Director of Music.   Auditions will be held within reasonable time after the closing date for applications.   Candidates offered a Scholarship must accept or decline within two weeks of an offer being made except in exceptional circumstances as decided by the Director of Music.
10) No fees are charged to applicants.   No expenses are offered, except in the case of proven need in which circumstances the Director of Music may authorise a contribution by the University towards the expenses.   Candidates requiring an overnight stay will, however, be welcome to use University accommodation at no cost to themselves.
