THIS AGREEMENT is dated as the __________day of __________ in the year 2013 by and between GREENVILLE-SPARTANBUIRG AIRPORT DISTRICT, Greer, South Carolina (hereinafter called OWNER) and ______________________ (hereinafter called CONTRACTOR).

OWNER and CONTRACTOR, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, agree as follows:

Article 1.  WORK.

CONTRACTOR shall complete all Work as specified or indicated in the Contract Documents. The Work to be completed shall generally be described as follows:

The Project work consists of furnishing all labor, material, equipment and incidentals required for the rehabilitation of approximately seven hundred eighty seven (787) linear feet of 8˝ sanitary sewer line using cured-in-place pipe (CIPP); lining of three (3) manholes; alteration or improvement to two (2) manhole inverts/benches and resetting of one manhole frame and cover at the Greenville-Spartanburg International Airport (GSP). Work will include bypass pumping, sewer cleaning, pre-installation and post-installation closed circuit television (CCTV) inspection, installation of liner, and all other work necessary to complete the Project.

Article 2.  CONTRACT TIME.

2.1
COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT:  The contract time for the work shall be

seventy-five (75) consecutive calendar days from the date of the Notice-To-Proceed.

Article 3.  CONTRACT PRICE

OWNER shall pay CONTRACTOR for completion of the Work in accordance 

with the unit bid prices submitted on November 7, 2013 with initial contract amount of $____________ to be paid based upon the actual quantities approved and accepted in accordance with the Contract Documents. Bid proposal form attached as Exhibit “A”.
Article 4.  PAYMENT PROCEDURES

4.1.
Owner shall pay 100% of Contract Price upon final completion and acceptance of Work. Payment will be based upon actual quantities approved and accepted in accordance with the Contract Documents.
Article 5.  CONTRACTOR’S REPRESENTATIONS

In order to induce OWNER to enter into this Agreement CONTRACTOR makes the following representations:

Contractor shall purchase and maintain such comprehensive general liability, 
comprehensive automobile liability and other insurance as is appropriate for the 
work being performed and furnished and as will provide protection from claims 
set forth below which may arise out of or result from Contractor’s performance 
and furnishing of the work and contractor’s other obligations under the Contract 
Documents, whether it is to be performed or furnished by Contractor, by 
subcontractor, by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them to 
perform or furnish any of the work, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may 
be liable:

expense (a) is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to 

injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the work itself) 


including the loss of use resulting therefore and (b) is caused in whole or 


in part by any negligent act of omission of Contractor, any Subcontractor, 


any person or organization directly or indirectly employed by any of them 


to perform or furnish any of the Work or anyone for whose acts any or 


they may be liable, regardless of whether or not is caused by a party 


indemnified hereunder or arises by or is imposed by Law or Regulations 


regardless of the negligence of any such party.

In any and all claims against Owner or employees by any employee of 


Contractor, any Subcontractor, any person or organization directly or 


indirectly employed by any of them to perform or furnish any of the Work 


or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, the indemnification 


obligation under paragraph 70-11.b(1) above shall not be limited in any 


way by any limitation on the amount or type of damages, compensation or 


benefits payable by or for Contractor or any such Subcontractor or other 


person or organization under workers’ or workmen’s compensation acts, 


disability benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.

Article 8.  MISCELLANEOUS

No assignment be a party hereto of any rights under or interests in the Contract 
Documents will be binding on another party hereto without the written consent of 
the party sought to be bound; and specifically but without limitation monies that 
may become due and monies that are due may not be assigned without such 
consent (except that the effect of this restriction may be limited by law), and 
unless specifically stated to the contrary in any written consent to an assignment 
no assignment will release or discharge the assignor from any duty or 
responsibility under the Contract Documents.

8.2
OWNER and CONTRACTOR each binds itself, its partners, successors, assigns 
and legal representatives to the other party hereto, its partners, successors, assigns 
and legal representatives in respect of all covenants, agreements and obligations 
contained in the Contract Documents.

8.3
The CONTRACTOR or his/her subcontractor(s) shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, or sex in performance of this Contract. Failure by the 
CONTRACTOR to carry out these requirements is a material breach of this Contract, which may result in the termination of this Contract or such other remedy as the OWNER deems appropriate.

8.4
The CONTRACTOR shall pay each subcontractor under this Contract for 
satisfactory performance of its contract no later those 30 days from the receipt of 
each payment the CONTRACTOR receives from the OWNER.  The 
CONTRACTOR further agrees to return retainage payments to each 
subcontractor within 30 days after the subcontractor’s work is satisfactorily 
completed.  Any delay or postponement of payment from the above time frame 
may occur only for good cause following written approval of the OWNER.  This 
requirement applies to both DBE and non-DBE subcontractors.

Article 9.   OTHER PROVISIONS

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, OWNER and CONTRACTOR have signed three copes of this Agreement.  Two counterparts have been delivered to OWNER, and one counterpart has been delivered to the CONTRACTOR.  All portions of the Contract Documents have been signed or identified by OWNER and CONTRACTOR.
