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REQUIREMENTS FOR COMM 4993 - INDEPENDENT STUDY

(Credit Hours 1-3)
McIntire Independent Study credits are intended to be rigorous pursuits of research, investigation or contemporary issues exploration not currently available in other areas of the McIntire curriculum.  The workload, content and deliverables should be of a comparable quality and rigor as McIntire courses offered in more traditional class formats. Other policies that apply to these courses include:
· Credits: Variable credit hours (1-3) based on number of contact hours and final deliverables. Final determination of credits made by supervising faculty and Area Coordinator.

· Credits count toward the 57-hour residency requirement after enrollment at McIntire and towards the 120-hour credit requirement.

· Independent study projects are available to fourth-year Commerce students.

· The student, not a faculty member, should initiate the request for an independent study. 

· Students requesting an independent study course will not receive any compensation for the work. A student may not request supervision of an 
independent study project from a professor for whom he/she is serving as a TA/GA/RA.

· Three credit hours of independent study is the maximum that can be earned by a student.  This can happen in one course or over multiple terms.  All work must be commensurate with the number of credit hours awarded in a given term.  For Example, a typical three-credit class includes 45 contact hours and 45-75 hours of out of class time per semester (15-weeks).
· The course should be documented by an “Independent Study Approval Form” (see back). The form should be signed by the supervising professor, Area Coordinator for the supervising professor, and the Associate Dean for the B.S. in Commerce Program.
· The approved form is retained as a part of the student’s permanent record in the Student Services and Academic Operations Office, Robertson Hall, suite 163.
