These services heavily rely upon your support and you are principally responsible for your own safety. 1. LOCK YOUR DOOR.  The most important thing you can do to protect yourself and your property is to keep your door locked at all times.  Past experience has demonstrated this is the number one deterrent of crimes occurring in your room.
2. DO NOT PROP OPEN EXIT DOORS.
3. NEVER LET AN UNESCORTED STRANGER INTO THE HOUSE AS YOU ENTER OR LEAVE.  If you are not a hundred percent sure the person trailing in behind you is a member of the organization, do not let that person in.
4. REPORT UNESCORTED STRANGERS TO YOUR HOUSE DIRECTOR IMMEDIATELY.
5. ESCORT YOUR GUESTS AT ALL TIMES.
6. REPORT LOST KEYS TO THE HOUSE DIRECTOR/CORPORATION IMMEDIATELY.
7. NEVER LEND YOUR KEY OR DOOR CODE TO A GUEST, ROOMMATE, OR OTHER NON-MEMBER.
8. DO NOT TAMPER WITH YOUR SMOKE DETECTOR.  Report any problems with your smoke detector to the house director.
9. Follow all policies outlined in the Guidebook/Calendar for University Housing.

Your signature on the front of this form at check-in indicates you have read these responsibilities and agree to uphold them.  Failure to adhere to any of the above mentioned policies can result in disciplinary action.
