COMMUNITY SERVICE PARTICIPANT CONSENT AND RELEASE FORM

I understand that during my participation in Community Service, I may be exposed to a variety of inherent
hazards and risks, foreseen or unforeseen. I know that injuries and damages can occur by natural causes or
activities of other persons, animals, or third parties, either as a result of negligence or other reasons. I understand
that risks of such injuries and damages are involved in Community Service, and I appreciate that I may have to
exercise extra care for my own person and for others around me in the face of such hazards. I further understand
that medical facilities or expertise necessary to deal with the injuries and damages to which I may be exposed may
not be available. In consideration for my acceptance as a participant in Community Service, and the services and
amenities to be provided by Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship in connection with Community Service, I confirm
my understanding that:

Community Service does not include carpooling, transportation, or transit to and from Community Service, and
I am personally responsible for all risks associated with this travel.

« If I decide to leave early and not to complete the Community Service as planned, I assume all risks inherent in
my decision to leave and waive all liability against Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship in the event of an injury
arising from that decision.

» This Agreement is intended to be as broad and inclusive as is permitted by law. If any provision or any part of
any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid or legally unenforceable for any reason, the remainder of
this agreement shall not be affected thereby and shall remain valid and fully enforceable.

« To the fullest extent allowed by law I agree to WAIVE, DISCHARGE CLAIMS, AND RELEASE FROM
LIABILITY Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship, its officers, directors, employees, agents, and leaders from any
and all liability on account of, or in any way resulting from injuries and damages, even if caused by negligence
of Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship, its officers, directors, employees, agents, or leaders in any way connected
with Community Service. I further agree to HOLD HARMLESS Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship, its officers,
directors, employees, agents, and leaders from any claims, damages, injuries or losses caused by my own
negligence while a participant in Community Service. I understand and intend that this assumption of risk and
release is binding upon my heirs, executors, administrators and assigns, and includes any minors accompanying
me in Community Service.

» You will be contacted to arrange a date and time for your Community Services.

» I have read this document in its entirety and I freely and voluntarily assume all risks of such injuries and
damages. Notwithstanding such risks, I agree to participate in Community Service.

COMMUNITY SERVICE PARTICIPANT GUIDELINES

1. Do not attempt to lift heavy objects by yourself.
2. Wear appropriate/modest clothing:
- Cotton T-shirts and long pants are preferred.
- Boots or tennis shoes.
- Light-colored clothing, long sleeve shirts and sunscreen lotion are recommended when working outside.
- Jacket as needed (cool weather).
- Mandatory use of provided gloves.
Latex rubber gloves will be provided when cleaning restrooms.
Gardening gloves will be provided when working on landscape or facilities maintenance.

3. Do not run, throw objects, or engage in horseplay or any other activity which may distract others or that may
cause hazards.

4. Do not try to compact trash bags. Injuries from broken or jagged objects may occur.
5. Watch your footing and stay off steep slopes, drainage facilities, or places from which you may fall.
6. Community Service Volunteers are not to work on ladders or elevated surfaces.

7. Do not touch or attempt to remove, handle, or dispose of materials which you suspect may be toxic or
hazardous. Notify the church office of the location of suspected toxic substances immediately.

8. Avoid overexertion. Drink plenty of water, especially on warm humid days. Drinking fountains are located
inside and outside the facilities.

9. Do not consume alcoholic beverages or drugs before entering, or while on church property.
10. Be alert for wildlife and insects.

11. Do not leave the premises.

12. Do not handle, use, or remove items which do not belong to you.

13. Report to designated personnel upon completion of each assigned task.

14. Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship is a non-smoking facility. Therefore, smoking is not permitted in any
building or outside area of the property.

15. Days and hours to be served will be determined by Calvary Chapel Bible Fellowship.
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
